Seattle Mayor Paul Schell said that his city was "very resilient" and would make a complete recovery from the 6.8-magnitude quake that hit just before 11 a.m. Wednesday, Feb. 28th.  

The earthquake inflicted damage throughout Seattle and the Puget Sound region. The following is a list of some of locations that were damaged: 

 •  Boeing Field, Seattle. Buckled runways, broken windows and pipes in control tower. Was closed for several days. 

 •  Colman Ferry Terminal, Seattle. Building damaged and 30-foot crack in pier parking lot. 

 •  Puget Sound home knocked off pilings by a mudslide from bluff behind it -- possibly the most serious damage in Tacoma. 

 •  Fenix Underground, Seattle. Nightclub may be demolished. 

 •  Harborview Medical Center, Seattle. Research hall and clinic wing closed with cracks and ruptured pipes. 

 •  Magnolia Bridge, Emerson Street Viaduct, Alaskan Way Viaduct and Holgate Structure over Interstate 5 in Seattle closed pending evaluations. 

 •  Old Olympian Hotel, Olympia. Closed after elevator shaft collapsed. 

 •  Pioneer Square, Seattle. Bricks tumbled off buildings in Seattle's oldest neighborhood.

 •  Seahawk Stadium, Seattle. Stadium under construction; quake knocked down scaffolding. 

 •  Seattle Chocolate Co., Seattle. Holes in roof, two walls tilted. May be demolished. 

 •  Seattle-Tacoma International Airport. Control tower damaged, airport open with temporary, mobile control unit functional. 

 •  Starbucks headquarters, Seattle. Building damaged, closed temporarily. 

 •  State Capitol, Olympia. Cracks in dome, wall plaster, columns in state reception hall. Was temporarily closed for repairs.

February was Black History Month, but there aren’t enough months in the year to recognize ever person of color that have contributed so much to this great nation.  There are amazing lists of achievements both small and large.  Here are a few examples:

Percy Lavon Julian 

Mr. Julian, the grandson of a slave was born in Montgomery, Alabama in 1899 and although poorly prepared for college, he graduated as valedictorian from DePauw University in 1920. He obtained a master’ degree from Harvard and Ph.D. from the University of Vienna. A brilliant research chemist, Julian’s efforts yielded over 100 patents and he won international acclaim for physostigmine, a drug for glaucoma, found in the calabar bean. His discoveries from the soybean benefited millions, most notably, his synthesis of cortisone to relieve arthritis. From soybean extract, Julian made the Navy’s fire fighting foam and the hormone, progesterone, used to prevent miscarriages, as well as other hormones, steroids, vitamins, amino acids, paint and paper. He headed soybean research for the Glidden Company for 18 years and resigned to establish Julian Laboratories Inc. He continued his research until his death in 1975 and in 1990, he became one of the first African-Americans inducted in the National Inventors’ Hall of Fame.

Willa Brown – 1906 - 1992
The first African-American woman to get a commercial pilot's license, Willa B. Brown was born January 21, 1906 in Glasgow, Kentucky, U.S.A. She received her bachelor's degree in 1927 at Indiana State Teacher's College. For a while she taught school in Gary, Indiana and then, in 1932, after having divorced her husband and changing her mind about teaching, she moved to Chicago, Illinois. 

Influenced by the aviatrix Bessie Coleman, Willa Brown started taking flying lessons in 1934. Soon she became a member of the flying club, the Challenger Air Pilot's Association, and the Chicago Girls Flight Club. She also purchased her own airplane. In 1937 she received her pilot's license and that same year, she received a master's degree from Northwestern University. 

Also in 1937, she co-founded the National Airmen's Association of America with her flight instructor, Cornelius R. Coffey. The Association's goal was to promote African-American aviation. In 1938, they started the Coffey School of Aeronautics, where approximately two hundred pilots were trained in the next seven years. Some of those pilots later became part of the 99th Pursuit Squadron at Tuskegee Institute, also known as the "Tuskegee Airmen". 

Brown lobbied Washington for inclusion of African-Americans in the Civilian Pilot Training Program and in the Army Air Corps, and, in 1941, she became a training coordinator for the Civil Aeronautics Administration and a teacher in the Civilian Pilot Training Program. The following year, she became the first African-American member of the Civil Air Patrol. She also promoted aviation on the radio and taught it in high schools. In 1972, Brown became a member of the Women's Advisory Committee on Aviation in the Federal Aviation Agency.   Willa B. Brown died July 18, 1992.

The Bylaws committee is working on changes to the TWO Bylaws. Bylaw by definition is a rule or law governing the internal affairs of the organization. The Executive Board has been using this document to govern TWO but sometimes sees a reason to make changes. Some changes that may be of interest are:





Voting by proxy for the annual conference location: During the membership meeting at the annual training conference, a vote is taken for where the conference will be held in two years. Prior to the change, one had to be present to vote. Your Regional Representative can now place your vote by proxy. Proxies should be executed in writing and can be mailed of faxed to your Rep with your name, signature, choice of location and contact information. Email proxies will be accepted provided they contain the same information plus the sender’s address information in the header. An electronic signature is optional. Proxies also cannot be older than 15 days old at the time of the vote.

Nominees must be able to show significant impact and benefit of extended aviation research efforts and application of improvements within the aviation industry.

Getting to Memphis:





The official airlines for the 2001 conference is Northwest / KLM.  If you book 60 days in advance, you will get a 10%  discount off the lowest available for a particular flight.  You can still save more money by checking the flights at other times or on other days.  Inside of 60 days, you will receive a discounted zone fare, based on your point of departure.  Say you are going to the PWC Conference and use the File Number NMR4J.  You may call 


1-800-328-1111 or your local NWA ticket reservation number.  The discounts are good from April 15 to May 3, 2001.








Getting to the Hotel: 


Via Taxi, Bus or Shuttle from the Airport:  Walk out the glass doors from baggage claim.  The first sidewalk is for private vehicle pickup.  Cross the first drive and stand on the 2nd sidewalk.    The MATA Dash (Memphis Area Transit Authority Downtown Airport Shuttle) is $10 one way or $15 round trip; if you would like a schedule, write them at 1370 Levee Road, Memphis, TN 38108.  Blues City Busses will also take you to the hotel for the same price;  make reservations with them at (901) 522-9229.  Make sure you say you are with PWC.





You will not need a rental car for this conference, but should you choose to get one, you can use our Avis Account Number K241502.  Their reservation number is 1-800-331-1600.   From the rental car lot, turn right onto Democrat Rd. and follow the signs that say I-240 Downtown.  Upon entering the expressway, stay in the left lane.  When I-240 goes off to your right, follow the signs that say I-55 St. Louis.  Then get in the right lane.  When I-55 goes left over the Mississippi River, stay in the right lane, which becomes Riverside Drive.  Go to Union Ave.  Turn right.  The Radisson is 3 blocks on the right.  There is valet parking for $5 per day.
